MILFORD, MA‑‑PLUMB HOUSE, INC. (www.plumbhouse.com), Milford, MA-based general contractor, has started construction of two new apartment complexes, with a total of 366 units.

The Woodlands at Abington Station, conveniently located near the new commuter rail station in Abington, MA, includes 192 one- and two-bedroom apartments, 60 private garage bays, a clubhouse and swimming pool. The complex of 9 wood-frame buildings is situated on 35 acres, which will be maintained as natural woodlands, with walking rails. The $28 million project is developed by Beacon Residential Properties, the residential division of The Beacon Companies, Boston. The Martin Architectural Group (www.martinaia.com), Philadelphia, PA, are architects. H.W. Moore Associates are Civil Engineers. Plumb House is scheduled to complete the complex in summer of 2003. 

Also scheduled for occupancy in summer, 2002, is The Maples at Little River in Haverhill. The $14.8 million project includes 174 one- and two-bedroom apartments in eight 3-story wood-frame buildings, 30 carports, a clubhouse and swimming pool. Developer is Lincoln Property Company (www.lincolnproperty.com), with corporate offices in Dallas, Texas. Lincoln Property owns and operates apartment communities throughout the United States The Maples at Little River is Lincoln’s 5th apartment complex in Massachusetts. Others are located in Braintree, Lawrence, Marlborough, and Quincy. Heffner Associates of Alexandria, VA, are architects for the project. Engineering Alliance, Saugus, MA, is site engineer.

Plumb House, which recently moved its corporate offices from North Attleboro to Milford, MA, is a general contracting firm that specializes in the construction and rehabilitation of apartments, hotels, and assisted living facilities, with an emphasis on wood frame buildings. Originally founded in 1973 as a carpentry subcontractor, Plumb House still maintains its own carpentry labor force, which provides an unusual level of control over scheduling and quality of wood frame projects. The company also operates a cast-in-place concrete division that provides fast-track construction of garages and apartment buildings.
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
